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DATA SERVICES

At the heart of the WinSALTS program is its capability to transmit output files from a variety of programs and systems.  The following is a brief on the types of data SALTS transmits and where the data is delivered.

MILSTRIP:  The MILSTRIP option is used to send supply requisition data to DAAS, Dayton, OH.  Files sent with this option should be ASCII-Text files, with data fields in 80 card column format.

MILSTRIP BK2 Transactions: BK2 MILSTRIP is follow-up on shipment of non-RFI transaction card.

PASS – NAVICP Mechanicsburg: The Program Automated Support System (PASS), used to enter AO_ requisitions to NAVICP Mechanicsburg.

Military Postal: These are the scanner download files containing mailbag data.  Once uploaded to SALTS, the files are sent to the United States Postal Service in Jamaica, NY.  Dispatch reports are generated and returned to the units to facilitate the tracking of inbound and outbound mail.  For detailed procedures on how to prepare Military Postal data for SALTS transmission, please also see WinSALTS/32 Operator’s Manual, Volume 7, “Military Postal Data.”
Payroll for DFAS Cleveland: These files are produced and downloaded from the Navy’s UMIDS shipboard pay system, which changes or affects Navy pay (i.e. allotments, special pay, etc.). Once transmitted to SALTS, the files are sent to DFAS Cleveland.   DFAS Cleveland also releases Leave & Earnings Statements (LESs), W-2s, and Direct Deposit Statement (DDS) advisories back to the fleet via SALTS, if requested by the SALTS customer.

Travel for DFAS Cleveland: These files contain travel claim information as created by the Integrated Automated Travel System (IATS), located in disbursing offices.  Once uploaded to SALTS, the files are sent to DFAS Cleveland for electronic payment to members.

Aviation Maintenance, Material and Management (AV-3M): These are daily, weekly and monthly report data from the NALCOMIS system.  Once uploaded to SALTS, the files are sent to NAVAIR for processing.

Aviation Maintenance, Material and Management (AV-3M) X-Ray, FLLLR and RT-70: These are x-ray, NAVFLLLR and Report 79 data from the NALCOMIS system.  Once uploaded to SALTS, the files are transferred to different offices within NAVAIR.

Ships Hazardous Material List (SHML) Feedback Reports: These reports are prepared the ships and submitted to the Hardware System Commands (NAVAIR, NAVSEA and ICP).  The Hardware System Commands review and send back SHML Feedback Reports as approved or disapproved.

FITS-DL: These reports of the Force Inventory Transmission System are usually run from SNAP twice a month, and provide a snapshot picture of the ship’s inventory.

Fleet Fast Pay Data: Ships transmit Fleet Fast Pay data to DFAS Cleveland for fast paying of certain types of buys.

Material Financial Control System (MFCS) Retail Support: MFCS data files are financial Transaction Item Reports (TIR) submitted by ships.  Once uploaded to SALTS, the files are transferred to DMC Mechanicsburg, PA.

STARS-FL TL Data Submissions: These files are financial Transmittal Letters (TL) from ships that are input to DMC in Mechanicsburg, PA and the Navy’s financial systems.  Through SALTS on a monthly basis, ships receive their Unfilled Order List (UOL) and Summary Filled Order Expenditure Difference Listings (SFOEDL).

STARS-FL Ashore B1 Records: These files are financial Transmittal Letters (TL) generated from R-SUPPLY at selected shore commands that are input to DMC in Mechanicsburg, PA and the Navy’s financial systems.

Navy Purchase Card Certification (NPC): This option is used to transmit the SALTS customer’s certified electronic statement.  Initially, Citibank will send an electronic statement to the SALTS customer, which reflects purchases made on Navy credit card during the billing cycle.  After certifying the statement on WinSALTS, the file is transmitted back to Citibank and DFAS for processing and appropriate account payments.

FACTS (Non-EDI): FACTS files come out of the FACTS application (Financial and Air Clearance Transportation System) and are transmitted to datasets on MMC and MZC (Mainframes) in Mechanicsburg, PA for NAVICP processing.
All Other EDI File Types: This option is used to transmit EDI files, except FACTS, such as Retail Operations Management (ROM) data, which is output from the S-3 Sales Division onboard certain ships.  EDI files are transferred to the RISC 6000 system after upload to SALTS for routing to commercial EDI business partners.

Important Note: This discussion of Data Services will only provide examples of MILSTRIP, MILSTRIP BK2 Transactions, PASS, Payroll, and Request Files from SALTS options.  The procedures used in preparing Payroll data will serve as a model for preparing most other file types.
Important Note: The Military Postal Service and Navy Purchase Card options are discussed in separate documents.  Please refer to “WinSALTS Operator’s Manual, Volume 7 – Military Service Postal Data” for MPS procedures.  Please refer to “WinSALTS Navy Purchase Card Guide” for NPC certification procedures.
MILSTRIP

This option is used to prepare MILSTRIP data for SALTS transmission to the Defense Automated Addressing System Center (DAASC) in Dayton, OH.  The MILSTRIP data is imported from a disk file from another supply system (such as SNAP).  The files should be in ASCII-TEXT format.  The data in the file should be in proper 80-card column MILSTRIP format (refer to NAVSUP Pub 548 for proper MILSTRIP/MILSTAMP formats).

Note: DAMES, used in early WinSALTS versions, is no longer required.
Select MILSTRIP.
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Select the appropriate drive.

Select the appropriate folder.

Highlight the MILSTRIP file name.

Click the Add button.
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MILSTRIP BK2 TRANSACTIONS

Because BK2 requisitions cannot be created in DAMES, and because many SALTS customers require an easy-to-use BK2 MILSTRIP Editor, the MILSTRIP BK2 Transactions option is provided.

Click the Add button to create a BK2 requisition file.

Click Cancel to abort.
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When the Add button is used, the following MILSTRIP template appears onscreen.

Fill-out the required BK2 requisition fields.

Click the Done button when finished.
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You are returned to the previous window.

Click the Add button again to enter another BK2 requisition item.

Click the Modify button to change the highlighted BK2 requisition item.

Click the Delete button to delete the highlighted BK2 requisition item.

Click the Done button when finished
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Click the Yes button.
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Clicking the Done button displays the following Save As box.

Select the Drive and Folder where you want the file to be saved.

Enter a descriptive File Name for the file (it is recommended to use a .TXT file extension).

Click the Save button to finish.
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Once a BK2 MILSTRIP file has been created and saved, it must be prepared using the MILSTRIP option for transmission on WinSALTS.  Please refer to the MILSTRIP section on page 3 of this document to continue.

PASS – NAVICP MECHANICSBURG

This option is used to send AO_ requisitions to NAVICP Mechanicsburg only.

Click the Add button.
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Fill-in all mandatory fields on the Requisition tab.

Click the Next Page button to move to the Accounting tab.

Use the Reset button to clear the fields.

Use the Cancel button to abort this option.
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PAYROLL FOR DFAS-CL

This option is used to transmit Navy shipboard UMIDS pay data to Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS), Cleveland, OH.  Disbursing clerks onboard Navy ships utilize the UMIDS pay system to generate pay transmitals.  These transmitals are then exported to floppy disk.  The files on disk can then be prepared on WinSALTS for transmission to DFAS.

Note: WinSALTS automatically addresses all files prepared under this option to DFAS Cleveland.  The program expects all outgoing pay files from the UMIDS pay system to end with the .PRO extension.  Any files not meeting this criteria will not be displayed on the Files list.
Select the appropriate drive (usually A:).

Select the appropriate directory, if necessary.

Highlight the pay file that needs to be transmitted.

Click the Add button.

Continue until all pay files have been selected.

Click the Done button when finished.
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Click the Yes button to continue.

Click the No button to return to the previous window.
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REQUEST FILES FROM SALTS

SALTS CENTRAL maintains a library of many varying types of files of interest to SALTS customers.  These files are stored on the SALTS host and can be downloaded at the user’s request simply by creating a request query.  The files have been separated into the following 8 areas:

NETPDTC BIBS: File listing of enlisted advancement bibliographies available for download.

NETPDTC PQS: File listing, by series number, of Personnel Qualification Standards available for download.

News Service Request: Request menu to receive abridged issues of the New York Times, Stars and Stripes, etc.

SALTS Standard Files: SALTS, DAMES, and PCLINK documentation, Change Notice and JASS update files, etc.

BUPERS: NAVADMIN messages, software programs (i.e. JASS and FITREP/EVAL), etc.

DLA Files/Directives: Prime Vendor Catalogs.

NAVSUP Files/Directives: Supply Corps Flashes, Pubs, Instructions, Policy Letters, Afloat Shopping Guides, etc. 

Archived Files Request: Request retransmission of files from the SALTS host.

Weather Files: Download area weather information and graphics as posted by Navy METOCs worldwide.

News Service Request

This option enables and disables the automatic download of the listed news sources.  When enabled, the selected news item is automatically downloaded during SALTS transmissions.  WinSALTS keeps track of the issue you have already received, so as not to download the same issue twice in the same day.

Note: Occasionally it may be necessary to reset this option in the event a selected item does not download.  Should this occur, uncheck then re-check the news item.  Resetting this option can also be used to skip over past days of SALTS inactivity due to weekend work stoppages, periods of leave, etc.
Click the checkbox of the news item(s) you want to receive.

Click the Finished button.
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SALTS Standard Files

The SALTS Standard Files menu contains a listing of many various files available for download from the SALTS host.  Topics include, but are not limited to, SALTS Documentation, DAMES software and documentation, PCLINK software and documentation, Navy Purchase Card documentation, McAfee Anti-Virus software, JASS updates and Change Notice files.

Customers choose the files they are interested in downloading.  WinSALTS creates an outgoing request file that is automatically transmitted during the next SALTS connection.  Within 20 minutes of receipt, the SALTS host in Philadelphia stages a copy of the requested file into the customer’s “mailbox.”  During the customer’s next SALTS connection, the requested file is automatically downloaded.

Highlight the category of interest.

Highlight the individual file of interest.

Click the Add button.

Select additional files as desired.

Click the Done button when finished. 
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Click the Yes button to complete your request.

Click the No button to cancel your request.
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ARCHIVED FILE REQUEST

For various reasons, sometimes a SALTS customer needs to have SALTS CENTRAL retransmit files to them.  Customers can usually accomplish this on their own using the Archived File Request option.  This option permits the customer to create a query to the SALTS host.  The query includes the file packet names that need to be retransmitted.  During the next SALTS connection, the query is uploaded to the SALTS host.  The SALTS host usually processes the query and re-stages the files for download within 15 minutes.

Note: The requested files must not be older than 30 days to use this option.  For files older than 30 days, please send your list of file packet names via email to HELP@SALTS.NAVY.MIL.
Note: Due to storage space constraints, the SALTS host does not maintain backup copies of email (.EML) files after the customer downloads them.  Therefore, once email files are lost, they cannot be retrieved from SALTS CENTRAL.
The first step to request files for retransmission is to open the SALTS Log to determine their file PACKET names.

Select the System menu.

Select Log File.

Locate, identify and record the packet names you want retransmitted.

Note:  Packet names can be easily identified in the log as they appear on lines that read, “** Above file(s) Unzipped from Packet:   <packet name>”.  The file name of the file inside the packet appears in the line above this entry, and is not needed for this process.
Click the Done button when finished.
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Select the Data Services menu.

Select Request Files from SALTS.

Select Archived File Request.

In the Enter Requested Packet Name box, key-in the first packet name.

Click the Add button.

Repeat the two steps above until all packet names have been entered.

Click the Done button when finished.
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During your next SALTS connection, the query will automatically upload to the SALTS host.  The host normally processes these requests and re-stages the files within 15 minutes.
