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SYSTEM CONFIGURATION

This volume explains the use of the System configuration menu.  This discussion is mainly for SALTS Administrators and primary SALTS Operators.

SALTS Account Information

One of the principle pieces of information you will need is your SALTS account information.  SALTS CENTRAL maintains control of all SALTS accounts.  Accounts are created and managed at SALTS CENTRAL, Philadelphia.  The SALTS account information consists of:


SALTS Activity Code


SALTS Password

Once this information is obtained, it should be kept somewhere on record.

Note: The SALTS Activity Code and SALTS Password should not be confused with the User ID and Password.  The program, during connections, uses the account information assigned by SALTS CENTRAL to connect with the SALTS host in Philadelphia.  The software uses this information to validate with the host that you are a genuine SALTS customer.  User IDs and Passwords are assigned by the local SALTS Administrator to grant personnel access into the program.
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Change Password

This option can be used by any SALTS Operator to change the Password associated with his/her User ID.  It does not change the SALTS account Password!

Enter the Old (or current) Password.

Enter the New Password.

Enter the new password again in the Confirm Password box.

Click the OK button.
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User Configuration

Only the local SALTS Administrator should use this option.  This option is used for creating and managing User Ids so those who have a requirement to use WinSALTS can have access into the program.

Click the Add button to create a new User ID.

Click the Modify button to modify an existing User ID.

Click the Delete button to delete an existing User ID.

Click the Done button to finish.
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Adding or Modifying User IDs

This option is used to create and/or modify User Ids.

Enter a User ID not exceeding 8 characters (i.e. person’s last name, organizational code, etc.).

Enter the person’s full Name.

Enter the User ID’s initial Password, not exceeding 8 characters.

Check the Change Password… checkbox.  This forces the user to change their password when they first login.

Check the SALTS File Types for this user’s required access.  Checking ALL will give access to all file types.

Check the System Functions this user will need.  Checking ALL will give access to all functions.

Click the OK button when finished.

Note to SALTS Administrators: If you are trying to restrict a person’s access to certain File Types and/or System Functions, you MUST remove permission to the Configure function.  Anyone having Configure permission can simply return to this screen to modify his/her own access. Also, checking both ALL checkboxes effectively makes the person equivalent to the SALTS Administrator.  This person, in turn, can even delete the local SALTS Administrator’s User ID.
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Access Control

This menu stores the SALTS Activity Code and SALTS Password information of your SALTS account.  This information is assigned by SALTS CENTRAL, Philadelphia and must match perfectly with their database records.

Enter your SALTS Activity Code.

Enter your SALTS Password.

Re-enter your SALTS Password to verify (the Verify Password box appears only when verification is needed).

Click the Done button when finished.  
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SALTS Phone Numbers

This menu stores all the various phone numbers your modem may need to establish connection with the SALTS host in Philadelphia. In particular, ships and other mobile units may need to store many different phone numbers.  Each number reflects the particular dialing sequence used at a given geographic location.  For example, the dialing sequence in San Diego differs from the dialing sequence used in Pearl Harbor.

The two basic modem numbers for connecting to the SALTS host are:


Commercial


215-697-9020


Military DSN


442-9020

You will need to determine the required local prefixes and/or suffixes that are needed with those numbers to establish a successful connection with the SALTS host.  For example, on all military bases on the Island of Oahu in Hawaii, long distance commercial numbers are dialed with 97, the area code, and the 7-digit number.  Therefore, the proper modem number on Oahu would be 97,215-697-9020.  In another example, military activities overseas in Hawaii and Asia, must dial CONUS military DSN numbers with 312 and the 7-digit DSN number.  Therefore, the proper modem number for these activities would be 312,442-9020. 

Note: The comma (“,”) is used to pause the modem’s dialing.  One comma pauses the modem for 1 second.  Additional commas can be used to make longer pauses, if needed.  The hyphen (“-“) is ignored by the modem, and are used only to make the numbers easier to read by the human eye.
Click the Change button to change an existing number.

Click the Add button to add a new number.

Click the Delete button to delete an existing number.
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Click the Done button when finished.

Adding a New Phone Number

Enter a Description.

Enter the modem Phone Number, including any necessary prefixes and/or suffixes.

Select the Call Type (Note: Military DSN numbers can be selected as Commercial).

Click the Done button when finished.
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Modem Settings

This option holds your WinSALTS modem settings.  You may first want to check your Modem settings under Windows Control Panel.  The SALTS settings for Port Number, Interrupt Request (IRQ) and Address should be the same as the Control Panel settings.

Select the appropriate Port Number.

Select the appropriate BAUD Rate.

Select the appropriate Modem Type.

Click the Done button when finished.
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Note: If your installed modem is not listed on the Modem Type list, select either Hayes 2400 or Hayes 9600.  These are generic modem types and should work with nearly any modem.  If connection problems persist, contact your nearest SALTS office.  Also, if your installed modem is not operating on the standard Interrupt Request (IRQ) or Address, you should select the Custom port number.  This option will allow you to modify the IRQ and Address boxes.  For further assistance, consult your local computer support office or your nearest SALTS representative.
Internet Settings

This option allows you to select the Port and IP Address settings for your WinSALTS Internet connections.  Please check with your local network administrator for the settings you should use.

Note: WinSALTS must use Port 9000 to connect.  Enabling the SSL option overrides the Port Number setting and forces WinSALTS to use Port 9000.  In effect, the Port Number setting is does not matter.
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Configure Selective Download

This option allows you to set file size limitations on the files you download from SALTS CENTRAL.  Normally, no file size limitations are set and the “Limited To…” column is blank.  With no limitations set, WinSALTS will download all files waiting for pickup, regardless of size.  Sometimes, however, a SALTS customer may wish to set file size limits to filter large files from downloading.  This is particularly useful to customers who must rely on expensive International Maritime Satellite (INMARSAT) channels to download SALTS traffic.  Setting limitations causes WinSALTS to “skip over” files that exceed pre-set limitations.  On successive connections, the customer can individually select skipped files for download, or wait until less-expensive connection channels (i.e. in-port phone lines) are available to connect with the SALTS host.  Varying limitations can be set on individual file types, or a specific limitation can be set on all file types at once.

Highlight the File Type of interest.

Enter the limitation size in K (Kilo = 1,000) bytes (i.e. 50K = 50,000 bytes).

Click the Limit button.

Click the Done button when finished.
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Downloading Skipped Files

If file size limitations are set and WinSALTS skips over any files, the next time you attempt to connect to the SALTS host, the following window box will appear just before the connection is started.  The file names that appear in the Available Files box are the files that were skipped due to the pre-set limitations.

Highlight the file name you want to download.

Click the Greater Than Arrow (“>”) button to select the file for download during this connection.

Click the Done button when finished.

Auto Load Files Setup

This option is used to establish file preparation rules.  These rules can be helpful to SALTS customers who need to send routine files to the same destination (i.e. another SALTS user, DAAS, DFAS-Cleveland, etc.) on a regular basis.  These files would have the same file name and file location each time they are created.  With an Auto Load rule in effect, the WinSALTS program would check for the file’s existence, and would automatically prepare the file for transmission based on the rule’s preset parameters.

Note: The example given here is for a FITS-DL file called FITSDL.RPT that is regularly created and saved into the C:\OUTFILES directory.  In this example, WinSALTS will automatically detect the file when it exists and prepare it for transmission to SALTS CENTRAL.
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Click the Add button to create a new rule.

Select the appropriate SALTS File Type for the Source file.

Enter the path location of the Source file.

Enter the file name of the Source file.

Choose if you want WinSALTS to “Confirm Before Sending” the file.

Choose if you want WinSALTS to delete or move the Source file when finished.

Enter the new path location of the moved file, if necessary.

Click the Done button when finished.
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Processing the Auto Load Setup Rule

With the Auto Load Setup rule in effect, WinSALTS will check if the conditions of the rule exist just before the connection begins.  If WinSALTS detects the existence of an Auto Load file, the following window will appear onscreen.

Click the Process button (if  “Confirm Before Sending” was Enabled).  “Done” appears in the Status column.

Click the Done button to proceed with the connection.
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Setup to Receive Files via Email

This option allows SALTS customers to set-up file delivery to a valid e-mail address.  What this means is instead of downloading these file types via SALTS, the files will be received at the e-mail address you specify.  File types can be configured for delivery to one email address or to a multiple of email addresses.

Highlight the File Type of interest.

Enter the E-Mail Address where these files will be sent by the SALTS host.

Click the Add button.

If multiple delivery for the same file type is desired, enter another e-mail address and click the Add button again.

Click the Modify button to modify an entry.

Click the Delete button to delete any entry.

Click Done when finished.

Note: If you would like all File Types to be delivered to the same e-mail address, click the All File Type checkbox before clicking the Add button.
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Click the View All button to see a listing of how each File Type is configured.

Read the following important message!

Click the OK button to continue.
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Point of Contact Update Option

This option can be used to submit updated point-of-contact information, especially after personnel turnovers.  This will help to keep our customer database at SALTS CENTRAL as up-to-date as possible.

Fill-in all required fields for your command (graphic below is a sample).

Click the Done button when finished.

Note: In the DSN Number field, enter only your 7-digit DSN phone number.  For overseas commercial numbers, include country code and city code.  Lastly, if you need to include an extension number, simply type an X followed by the extension number (e.g. X123).
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Log File

The WinSALTS program keeps an activity log.  The log records all files that have been sent and received.  The following is an example of the WinSALTS log.
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Purging the Log File

The WinSALTS log continues to record entries indefinitely.  The log should be occasionally purged to ensure the file does not take up too much hard disk space and to reduce the disk space required for the WinSALTS backup.

Select the “Purge events older than” option.

In the date box, enter a date 30 days earlier from the current date.

Click the Purge Now button.
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Toolbar

Rather than navigate through WinSALTS using the drop-down menus, you can create a toolbar of short-cut buttons to the options you regularly use.

Highlight the button you would like to use from the list of Available Toolbar Buttons.

Click the Add button.

Select all the buttons you would like to use.

Choose if you want the toolbar to appear at the top or bottom of the screen.

Click the Create Toolbar button when finished.
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Backup

The WinSALTS program includes its own backup utility.  The backup includes only program files.  It does not include the customer’s data files.  The backup should be run, at minimum, once a month.  At the time of this writing, the backup utilizes three 1.44 Megabyte disks.  The disks should be formatted.  If other than previous WinSALTS backup files exist on the disk, the backup will not overwrite the files!

Click the Yes button to continue.

Click the No button to abort.
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Change the drive if necessary.

Click the Done button to continue.
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The backup process continues.
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Insert disks when prompted.

Click the OK button to continue the backup.
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Note: When the backup completes, a file called RESTORE.TXT is written to the first disk of the backup.  This file contains instructions on how to reload the WinSALTS software from backup disks should that become necessary.

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View Release Notes

The View Release Notes option contains program information that pertains to the release of the current version.  After a new version update, the release notes should be read, printed, and appended to the WinSALTS Manual.

Click the Print button to print the release notes.

Click the Done button when finished.
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View DLL Versions

This option is used for troubleshooting purposes by SALTS technicians.  It displays the version numbers of the program’s .DLL files, which are located in the \winsalts32 directory.

Click OK to exit.
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
